Construct quarter-square triangle units: ; A N = K
Cut two 57%” white squares twice on the diagonal.

Cut two 57" black squares twice on the diagonal.

Make 4
Sew 2 white triangles to 2 black triangles, right side together to make
8 half-square triangle units. -:
Sew 4 white and black half-square triangle units in pairs, right side -
together to make 4 quarter-square triangle units. Trim to 47%” square.
Make 4

Construct 4-patch units: Make 4
Sew 1 black 2% square to 1 white 25" square. Sew 1 green 25"

square to 1 white 274" square. Join units together as shown to make

4-patch. Make 4.

Sew blocks together in rows. Sew rows together to finish the block.
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
